For per day visit, UNICEF would pay Rs. 2,500/- (Two Thousand Five Hundred) per
student for his/her fooding, lodging & transportation to the assigned block (i.e Sherghati block
in Gaya district & Sahdei Buzurg in Vaishali district). CNLU as well as UNICEF will not be
responsible for their fooding, lodging & transportation.
